You are considered a pro if you make a 

living from your photographs. Photos must be work of contestant. 

An application must accompany each photo. All photos become the property of 

the museum and will be disposed of if not picked up by Feb. 15, 2020. 

Entries must be received by the museum NO LATER THAN OCT. 1, 2019 by mail or 

dropped off at any Museum entrance. 

No signed or dated photos accepted. No photos may be matted, framed, or alter-

nate size. ALL PHOTOS MUST BE 8x10 OR WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. We suggest you 

lightly write your name on the back of photo, at the top, to determine orientation. 

Photos without names waive right to request change if improperly installed. 

Winners will be chosen by an odd-numbered panel in a private judging session. Win-

ners will be notified AT THE ARTISTS RECEPTION and not before. 

Photographs must be suitable for public viewing. The museum reserves the right to 

refuse any entry. 

Black and white photographs may be entered in any category. Post-processing is 

allowed. 

Photographers may enter as many categories as they wish, however, no more than 

2 photos per category. 

Each photo entry is $5 cash. To celebrate our 10th year, if you enter 2 photos in all 5 

categories, we will accept your 10th entry FREE. So, enter 5 categories @ 2 photos 

each= $50 minus the 10th entry = $45. No other discounts.  

Photos will be installed in the Walker Education Center gallery and exhibited to the 

public from November 1, 2019 through January 19, 2020.
